Ann Masten, Ph.D.,, L.P, is a Regents Professor of Child
Development and Irving B. Harris Professor in the Institute
of Child Development at the University of Minnesota. Her
research is focused on understanding risk and resilience in
human development with the goal of informing practice and
policies designed to prevent or mitigate risk and promote
healthy life span development. She is a past-president
of the Society for Research in Child Development and
Division 7 (Developmental) of the American Psychological
Association (APA), and currently co-chairs the U.S. National
Academies Forum on Investing in Young Children Globally.
She is arecipient of APA's Bronfenbrenner Award for Lifetime
Contributions to Developmental Psychology in the Service
of Science and Society and author of the 2014 book, Ordinary
Magic: Resilience in Development, as well as many journal
articles. She received her Ph. D. in Clinical Psychology from
the University of Minnesota in 1982.
